UNITYUNITY  
The next couple of months will see some big changes at St. Maryõs and 

Emmanuel, with the combining of the two churches. The hope and 

prayer of the two PCCs is that, although it will throw up some big 

challenges for all of us in various ways, it will also lead to a strengthened 

church ð one that is more able to fulfil the job that Jesus gave the 

church to do ð to ôgo and make disciples.... baptising them in the name 

of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to 

obey everything I have commanded you õ (Matthew 28 v 19-20).  

In all that we seek to do, this must always remain its beating heart.  

 

But throughout the Bible we are also reminded that if this work is to 

succeed then unity amongst the people working together is a ômust-

haveõ. This is made very clear in the prayer Jesus prayed, on the night 

before he died, for his followers down through the ages: ômay they be 

brought to complete unity to let the world know that you sent me and 

have loved them even as you have loved me õ (John 17 v 23). 

If we are succeed in the job that Jesus has given us to do, we must be 

united. On one level this is quite obvious. In any area of work if a team of 

people are not united then the likelihood of that team succeeding in 

fulfilling their task becomes rather unlikely.  
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However, when it comes to the 

mission of the church, the need 

for unity would seem to go even 

further than that, to be even 

more important than for just 

pragmatic, practical reasons. 

For the church, our unity is part 

of our message.  
 

In his letter to the church in Ephesus, the apostle Paul wrote these words: 

ôAs a prisoner for the Lord, then, I urge you to live a life worthy of the 

calling you have received..... make every effort to keep the unity of the 

Spirit through the bond of peace. There is one body and one Spirit ð just as 

you were called to one hope, when you were called ð one Lord, one 

faith, one baptism; one God and Father of all, who is over all and through 

all and in all õ (Ephesians 4v1, 3-5). 

We worship one God, our Father in heaven. We have one Lord Jesus 

Christ. One Spirit dwells within each one of us. We are called into one 

unified body of Christ, given one mission, to proclaim one message ð that 

only one God rules over all.  

Once we understand the mission of the church in this way, we begin to 

see why unity is so very important ð for our message is a message of unity, 

of God bringing all people together under one roof, into one family. If 

then the church becomes divided, our message becomes so much less 

powerful, indeed open to ridicule  - ôyou talk about unity, but donõt 

exactly live it out, do you?õ 
 

But in his words the apostle Paul doesnõt just speak of why unity is so 

important, he also reminds us (because we so often need reminding!) that 

what unites us is so much bigger than what divides us.  

Compared with what the apostle writes, think of what usually divides 

congregations ð styles of worship, different ways of doing things, different 

views as to how the church should work, what its structure should be, and 

so on and so forth. Compared with the eternal truths about God that unite 

us, it all begins to seem rather petty.  

Itõs not that those other things are unimportant, or must be ignored. 

Rather, in dealing with our differences, the apostle wants to remind us not 

to get them out of proportion. And we must never shun, dismiss, put down 

or speak hatefully about others who would disagree with us on such 

matters. Rather, we are called, for the sake of the eternally -important job 

we have all been given to do, to work together to the best of our abilities, 

working out our differences as best we can, recognising that what unites 

us is always so much more than what divides us.  
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All of which, I presume, will touch us all very 

personally over the coming weeks and 

months. Not that I am expecting people to 

come to blows over anything. But, at the 

same time, with two congregations merging 

there will have to be give -and -take for all of 

us. With all the changes, for all of us, some 

will please us and others not.  

The question that we will all have to face is 

this ð how will I react to this? Will I demand 

that people do things my way? Or will I seek, 

for the sake of the work of the kingdom of God in Hailsham, to do all that 

I can to ensure that this new coming -together works ð so that Godõs 

name may be glorified in our town more and more over the coming 

months and years?  
 

My hope and prayer is that the call of the apostle Paul would be etched 

upon our hearts:  ôAs a prisoner for the Lord, then, I urge you to live a life 

worthy of the calling you have received..... make every effort to keep the 

unity of the Spirit through the bond of peaceõ.

Sangster has a place on the Cornhill Ministry 

Training Scheme in London for September, 

an excellent two day a week course with 

practical on the job training in the local 

church. However Cornhill are not yet in a 

position to satisfy the requirements of the UK Border Agency and issue the 

necessary for Sangster to apply for a student visa. Even if that is successful 

Asha could not come as a dependent.  

They cannot apply for a voluntary workers visa again but St Maryõs could 

apply to become a sponsor to bring in a Temporary Religious Worker and 

we are currently pursuing this with UKBA. If successful we could seek to 

bring Asha back but not Sangster as this provision is for skilled workers and 

therefore does not allow for further training!!!  
 

So although they would like to return for a further two years to work with 

us and for Sangster to complete Cornhill we do not know if this will be 

possible either for September 2010 or 2011 and whether we can 

coordinate the two different visa routes.

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A TRIBUTE TO AUBREY COOKA TRIBUTE TO AUBREY COOK  
It was through the witness of one of his cousins 

and the playing of an old hymn that spoke of 

Godõs grace to save that Aubrey was, as a 

teenager, led to the Lord Jesus, to become a 

Christian. Heõd left school at 14 to work in a 

grocerõs shop. National Service had followed 

where his skills as a writer and in typing and 

shorthand were put to good use. Coming out 

of the army he went to St Andrewõs Hall in 

Surbiton to train as an evangelist with the 

National Young Life Campaign. From there he 

worked with CSSM with caravan missions in 

Scotland. He particularly loved to share Jesus 

with children and young people, he wrote 

songs, letters, childrenõs books often as ôUncle Aubreyõ. 

In 1955 he married Dorothy and she joined him in the work in Scotland. 

They moved south to the Suffolk Village Mission, tent missions through the 

summer and working as a local church pastor in the winter. Their children 

Ruth and Heather were born.  

After a few years though they exchanged rural Suffolk for the east end of 

London  and Aubrey became pastor of West Ham Tabernacle. After 5 

years Aubrey withdrew from fulltime ministry and went to work for the 

Performing Rights Society. Again based near Gatwick where heõd been 

born he worked for many years licensing premises for music but often 

preaching on Sundays or playing the organ. They moved in turn to Selsey 

where in retirement  Aubrey and Dorothy once again gave themselves to 

childrenõs work through the local Free Church. Then it was Devon and 

finally Garrett Court, in Hailsham.  

Aubrey was great fun, entertaining with his stories and self effacing 

humour. He was methodical, no expert but heõd make anything out of 

anything: dolls houses, rabbit hutches.  

He was a writer, a storyteller whether childrenõs stories or articles or letters 

to utility companies! He wrote and played music, enjoyed photography. 

A life marked by humour, hard work, a delight in family and a love for 

Jesus. A definite Free Churchman all his Christian life yet ironically born in 

Vicarage Lane and when he died, 

resident in another Vicarage Lane! (The 

Church of England never far away!) 

Above all a life that testified saved by 

Godõs amazing grace.
